THRILLING DAY OF CADET
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CLASS HISTORY

John Magee penned this for his ""High Flight,' and each of us must have thought something like
that was in store for him as the group to be known as 54 Quebec converged on Columbus.

Kaybec' shifted into its high gear, and we plunged into the
mysteries of the link, night instruments, aerobatics and checks simuitaneously to make up for

lost time.

Links spun in, vertigo developed and wingtips were repainted, but as we steeled ourselves for
the final storm, we found that each had the proper complement of limbs as required by the flight
surgeons office.

The eleventh hour approached, no one couldbe convinced they were at last ready. You never
seem ready for one of those, but the Big Ride came and went, and evidently some ofthe knowl -
edge had rubbed off, for we were still here.

So, after six months it was all over. Smooth sailing? No, we can not say that honestly,
The checks, the low turns and the 1130 go-arounds were irksome, but who would not trade all
this for some of those clear, blue daysonan area solo. The first ITO, or those solo loops were
well worth any inconvenience.

As long as we fly, single or multi-engine, military or civil, thesedays here at Columbus will
represent the start. Associations here will be the foundation of either a career or an avocation,
but whichever it'is, the Columbus days will be looked on as some of the most enjoyable we have
ever spent. For herewe first,' --have slipped the surly bonds of earth, and danced the sky on
laughter -silvered wings."
